Edi tor W i l l i a m J . Reese gave the fo l lowing report at the annual meeting 
of the His to ry of Educat ion Society, November 4—6, 1988: 

T h e past year at the History of Education Quarterly has been marked 
by continuity and change. B . E d w a r d M c C l e l l a n resigned as editor ef­
fective J u l y 1 , 1988, after a sabbatical leave that was rewarded w i t h a 
new administrative position. I had served as Act ing Ed i to r dur ing E d ' s 
sabbatical and happily accepted the invi ta t ion by the board of directors 
to become the new editor. 

Other personnel changes fol lowed. R o n a l d Cohen of Ind iana U n i ­
versi ty-Northwest continues as Associate Edi tor , n o w responsible how­
ever for book reviews. D a v i d A d a m s of Cleve land State Univers i ty w a s 
appointed as an Associate Ed i to r to help evaluate manuscripts . I a m 
grateful to R o n and Dave for a l l their contributions. 

Three new scholars jo in the editorial board for three-year terms 
beginning January 1 , 1989: Jeffrey M i r e l of Nor the rn I l l inois Univers i ty , 
Natal ie N a y l o r of Hofs t ra Univers i ty , and J o h n T h e l i n of the College of 
W i l l i a m and M a r y . I am excited about the prospects of w o r k i n g w i t h 
them closely. 

A m y Schutt continued to serve w i t h distinction as managing editor. 
W e were also ably assisted in Bloomington by D i a n a Bush , w h o served 
as Associate Edi tor , and Rober t Schwar tz , w h o was subscriptions man­
ager. W e wou ld l ike to record our deep appreciation to both. A l e x Urb ie l 
has been appointed subscriptions manager, and Margare t M i l l e r and 
M a r k Olesh also assist us in essential w a y s . 

T h r o u g h the diligent efforts of our editorial board and many of the 
above people, we published the fo l lowing in Vo lume 27 , 1987 : twelve 
articles, s ix essay reviews, one forum, three retrospective essays, and fifty-
seven book reviews. Vo lume 28 w i l l show a modest increase in numbers 
in nearly a l l these categories. 

I cannot overemphasize the importance of our staff and editorial 
board. T h e y are the heart of the journa l . D u r i n g the past year, for ex­
ample, our editorial board helped evaluate the approximately one hun­
dred manuscripts submitted. B o a r d members are incredibly diligent, 
evaluating many manuscripts despite other pressing professional respon­
sibilities. T h e y are tough-minded but enormously constructive people. 

I w o u l d also l ike to applaud the many members of the Society w h o 
have helped us review books, evaluate manuscripts , and otherwise light­
ened our load and suggested ways to improve the journa l . 

Membership continues to increase modestly. Inst i tut ional member­
ship has not varied, but individual membership s lowly increases. Ind i -
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vidual members numbered 4 4 1 i n 1986 and 4 5 4 in 1 9 8 7 ; right n o w we 
approach 500 . W e plan a membership drive in the new year. W e hope 
to lure some non-members from related scholarly organizations and more 
graduate students. T h e Society has generously helped us purchase a new 
computer that w i l l better modernize our services and a id i n the dr ive. 
Special thanks to E l l e n Lagemann for a l l her encouragement and support. 

T h e finances of the journa l remain healthy. W e try to behave very 
conservatively and intend to l ive w e l l w i th in our means. W e have a smal l 
but solid reserve to enable us to wi ths tand a minor crisis or possible 
inflation. 

N e w ideas are welcome from members of the Society. W e have tr ied 
to add new features to the journa l , and we are open to suggestions for 
further improvement. T h r o u g h an expanded book review section, for 
example, we have continued to involve many members of the Society in 
the journal 's w o r k . W e ' l l t ry to th ink seriously about suggestions offered 
by our readers. 

W o r k i n g w i t h the editorial board, associate editors, and staff is a 
real honor. Le t me also acknowledge gratefully the cooperation I 've re­
ceived from the directors of the Society, its elected officers, and its mem­
bers generally. I t goes wi thou t saying that our w o r k w o u l d be impossible 
wi thout generous academic patrons at Indiana Univers i ty at B looming­
ton, Indiana Univers i ty-Nor thwest , and Cleveland State Univers i ty . O u r 
indebtedness is described i n detail in the F a l l issue. 

E d M c C l e l l a n deserves a special tribute. T h i s past year m a r k e d the 
end of his formal association w i t h the History of Education Quarterly. 
H i s influence, of course, remains w i t h many of us w h o continue to w o r k 
on the journal . I ' m happy he's only d o w n the ha l l and a quick phone 
call away.
