Argentina and southern Bolivia. It is categorised as Vulnerable on the IUCN Red List, on the basis of its small
population size and restricted range. In this issue, Natalia Politi ef al. describe their study to determine the
distribution of potentially suitable habitat for Rufous-throated Dipper, estimate its population size and assess its
potential distribution within strict protected areas in Argentina. Their results highlight the need to create new
protected areas and to enlarge existing National Parks to better protect the potentially suitable habitat of the species.
