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Record Number of Abstracts Received for SHEA Annual
Meeting in San Diego

A record number of abstracts was sub
mitted for the Annual Meeting to be
held next month in San Diego, and the
quality of the abstracts also has contin-
ued to improve. An unprecedented num-
ber of abstracts (54) will be presented
in slide sessions, and another 140 will
be presented in the poster sessions on
Sunday and Monday. For the first time,
for the convenience of meeting atten-
dees, box lunches will be provided in
the exhibit hall so that attendees may
eat lunch and view the posters at the
same time. In addition to the presenta-
tion of 194 abstracts, there will be three
plenary sessions, eight symposia, and
ten “Meet the Consultant” sessions

(each given twice). The SHEA Lecture
will be given by Dr. Philip S. Brachman.
This lecture will be followed by the
presentation of the SHEA Young Inves-
tigator and SHEA Trainee Awards. The
second day of the meeting will be
topped off by the Late Breaker Session
and, for members, the SHEA Business
Meeting.

Social functions include a cocktail
reception on Sunday evening and a
ticketed event on Monday evening,
“Adventure at the Zoo.” The latter event
will take place at the world-famous San
Diego Zoo. Animal trainers will wander
through the party to present animals
