oil, absolutely neutral in reaction. This oil is extensively employed by laryngologists as a solvent
for essential oils and stearoptenes, &c., for application in the form of vapour by means of the
Paroleine Naso-Pharyngeal, Post-Nasal, and Laryngeal Atomisers to the lining mucous
membrane of the respiratory tract.

PINOL may also be used in a steam or spray apparatus, as a gargle (freely diluted), for fumigation, and
as an embrocation and lotion. Fumigations of PINOL take precedence for pertussis. The drug may be
given internally as well as applied externally. The dose for internal administration is three drops on a
lump of sugar.
