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The goal of Political Analysis is to advance the field of Political 

Methodology, broadly defined. It is concerned with the entire range 

of interests and problems centering upon how political inquiry can be 

conducted. In particular, Political Analysis encourages submissions 

dealing with the logic of inquiry, measurement, estimation and 

specification, and theory development.
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
