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accepted only after a careful evaluation by the Editor and an Associate Editor or
other expert in the field.

As even minor revisions are generally not permitted. authors should read
carefully all the details listed below and on the inside back cover.

For a paper to be acceptable for publication, not only should it contain new
and interesting results but also

(i) the exposition should be clear and attractive, and

(1) the manuscript should be in publishable form, without revision.
Nevertheless some meritorious papers will have to be rejected because speed of
publication involves space limitations.
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
