SHEA Testifies Before lllinois EPA

The following report was prepared
by John H. Keene, D»PH,
Midlothian, Virginia.

SHEA is recognized as an
organization that is seriously
involved in the scientific
evaluation of medical waste
regulations and is being asked to
provide regulators with realistic,
practical input. As an example, the
[llinois Environmental Protection
Agency (1 EPA) currently is
involved in hearings with the
[llinois Pollution Control (IPC)
Board over the development of
regulations on medical waste
treatment. Testimony had been
provided at the hearing that
indicated that the proposed
regulations did not provide
appropriate protection for the
public. In July 1992, Dr. C. Glen
Mayhall was contacted by the
IEPA with arequest that SHEA
provide expert testimony on the
appropriateness of the proposed
regulations. Dr. Mayhall requested
that | prepare a document
providing SHEA'’s response to the
IEPA and appear before the IPC
Board to present this information.
My written testimony was
reviewed by the SHEA Executive

Board and forwarded to the IEPA;
| appeared on behalf of SHEA at
the IPC Board meeting. A
synopsis of my testimony will
appear in the SHEA Newsletter.
There is no sound scientific
evidence that medical waste
disposal congtitutes any increased
public health problem. However,
we must recognize that the public
perception of medical waste will
lead to more laws drafted and
regulations promulgated regard-
ing handling, treatment, and
disposa of this waste. SHEA’S
testimony was well received by the
IEPA, which istrying to develop
reasonable medical waste
treatment regulations and is
interested in alowing appropriate
aternative treatment technologies
to be used for this process. It is
important for us to continue to
offer assistance to other agencies
involved in medical waste
regulation to ensure the
promulgation of reasonable
regulations. Our continued
involvement in the medical waste
issue may provide some
semblance of reason in an
otherwise misguided and
technically barren arena.
