Alison Olson examines the influence of
interest group networks working co-
operatively in England and America.
Between 1640 and 1790 voluntary
interest groups emerged in English
politics. They began in London and
gradually formed loose connections
with smaller but similar interests in
the English and American provinces.
When the London groups became ca-
pable of lobbying the national govern-

ment, they were willing to use their

influence on behalfof the provincials as
well. This “representation” of the
Americans, though never official, was
crucial to keeping the colonists content
within the empire.
