John T. Evans received his Ph.D. from Stanford in 1971 and has been teaching
there since 1969. His forthcoming book is entitled Politics and Officeholding
in Seventeenth-Century Norwich.

His current research centers around the
Liberal Party in the years from 1918 to 1935.

Peter Weiler is Assistant Professor of History at Boston College. He has pub-
lished an article, “The New Liberalism of L. T. Hobhouse”, and is presently
researching the British trade union movement and foreign policy.
