Egypt Under Nasir is a comprehensive
study of Egyptian politics since the
1952 Revolution with special em-
phasis on the interaction of charis-
matic leadership, ideology, elites,
social groups, and institutions. Based
predominantly on original Arabic-
language sources, the study traces
the evolution of the political system
from 1952 through the June 1967
War and the aftermath of President
Gamal Abd al-Nasir’s death in 1970.
The central portion of the book is
devoted to Nasir's attempts to build
a new order on the basis of the legiti-
macy of his charisma and according
to his new ideological precepts. The
various constituent elements of the
new revolutionary order — National
Union, Arab Socialist Union, National
Assembly — are discussed in detail.
This section also contains an exten-
sive study of the Egyptian power
elite since 1952.
