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INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS -1999
1. ANIMAL WELFARE considers: Original articles, iefirst reports ofthe author's ownwork. Review articles

basedlargelyonother scientists' work. Short communications oflessthan2000words.Thesemaybe original,
interpretative orreviewpapers;factualaccountsorfield workers' practical experiences indealingwith welfare
problems; constructive critiques ofotherpapers,etc. Technical contributions fromanimal keepers, scientists,
students, technicians etc, reporting practical methodsof improving animalwelfare. Letters, ontopicalissuesor
material previously publishedinthe journal.

Animal Welfare willnot include papers based on work whichinvolves unnecessary pain, distress, suffering
or lasting harm.

2. Manuscripts shouldbein English, typewritten, doublespaced (withlines numbered) on single-sided A4,with
generous margins andpages numbered consecutively. Fourcopiesshould preferably be submitted tothe relevant
Section Editor ortothe Editor-in-Chief. A computer diskofanyIBMorApple Macintosh compatible package
shouldbe submitted withthefinal version ofthe manuscript. Two, lettered originals (laser printouts) ofeach
figure, accompanied bya separate sheetoflegends,mustbe submitted withthefinal version. Articles willbe
scrutinized bya minimum oftwo referees beforebeingacceptedor rejected.

3. Contents of articles. Thetitlepageshouldgivethefulltitleofthepaper,thename(s)and address(es) ofthe
author(s)andashortrunningheadtitle.Thefullpostaladdress, telephone and facsimile numbers ofthe
correspondent shouldbegiven.Includeane-mailaddress,ifpossible.

4. Text shouldincludean abstract ofnotmorethan250wordsplus keywords; an introduction; andas appropriate,
sectionsonmethods, results, discussion, conclusion, acknowledgements and references. Animal welfare
implications ofthepaper should besetoutattheendofthetextasa subdivision ofthe discussion or conclusion.

5. Tables and figures shouldallbeon separate sheets;andaplacemarkedfortheminthetext.All lettering on
figures shouldbein Helvetica ora similar font. Detailed instructions on presentation of illustrations are available.
Blackandwhite photographs are welcomed.

6. Layout. Thegeneralstyleof articles shouldfollowthoseinthisissueinrespectof headings, paragraphs, useof
italics, quotation marksetc.

7. Numbers onetonineshouldbe written inwordsunlessthey precede unitsof measurement. Numbers 10and
aboveshouldbe written as numerals exceptatthebeginningofasentence.The24hourclockshouldbeusedfor
timesofday,eg1400handif relevant, corrected tostandardlocaltime. Measurements shouldcomplywiththe
abbreviations inthe International SystemofUnits. Locations shouldbegivenas latitude and longitude. Per cent
shouldbeusedinthemaintext,exceptwhenin parentheses orintableswhen % shouldbeused.

8. References citedinthe text shouldbe carefully checkedwiththoseinthe reference listandviceversa,
particularly toensurethatthespellingofnamesandthedatesmatch.Inthetext, references shouldbecitedwith
the minimum of punctuation, forexample:

' carried outbySmithandJones(1985)...';
'(Smith & Jones1985)...'ieuse ampersand when reference isin parentheses;
'(Smith1985;Jones1986)...'ietwoormorereferencesshouldbein chronological order;

'(Smith et al1985) ...' ieuseforthreeormoreauthors;
'(Smith1986a,b;1988)...'iebysameauthorinthesameandinasubsequentyear.

Citations ofpersonal communications and unpublished datashouldbeavoidedif possible, butwhereusedshould
bedated.
References shouldbelistedattheendofthetextin alphabetical and chronological order of all authors withthe
minimum of punctuation. Bookand journal titles(includingpublished conference proceedings) shouldbequoted
infullanditalicizedor underlined toindicateitalics.Forexample:

9. Offprints. The author willbesuppliedwith50freeoffprints. Further copiesmaybe ordered atacost.
