The Yankauer tube is accurately reproduced in a lighter and smaller
size and gives equally satisfactory suction. It is ideally suited for
operations on children and for atraumatic nasal suction in all cases.

The tip of the Tonsil suction dissector is curved similar to the
popular Hurd tonsil dissector, the suction is on the concave side, and
the edge is slightly serrated to give easier, yet atraumatic dissection.
