As the study of social behavior of all organisms, including humans, sociobiology
can have relevance for many controversial legal topics. In his 1985 book,
Sociobiology and the Law, John Beckstrom addressed the potential for applying
scientific theories to thorny social issues.

Now, in Evolutionary Jurisprudence, Beckstrom refines and expands his presen-
tation, exploring additional legal areas to which biocultural science could apply,
as well as its practical limitations. Beckstrom also demonstrates how judicial
commentaries on human behavior, dating back over 300 years and stored in law
libraries, may be used, in turn, to test contemporary Darwinian hypotheses.

U.S. presidents from Washington to
Reagan have repeatedly committed acts
of war without proper congressional
authorization. With the advent of nuclear
weaponry, some argue for the necessity of
secrecy and dispatch in warmaking. In To
Chain theDogo/War, Frantis Wormuth
and Edwin Firmage conclude that nuclear
technology demands more—not less—
restraint in the way America enters war.

This edition includes new material on recent events—including the
Iran/Contra affair and the invasion of Grenada—and on the current situation
in Nicaragua, the Persian Gulf, and El Salvador. Since the end of World War n,
covert war has become the primary means of violence between cold war adver-
saries. While nudear weapons have made aftout war unacceptable, ideological
differences have fueled a ferodous struggle between the United States and the
Soviet Union. Covert action—from intelligence-gathering to secret and un-
authorized war—has become the characteristic form of violence between
nations. The second edition contains new chapters on covert war and the
relationship between law and the control of violence. Each chapter has been
revised to indude analysis of every act of war through the Reagan years.
