This is a fresh and insightful consideration of a most
important topic-who assumes the risk in our society
with reference to various basic issues? Guido Cala­
bresi, Dean of the Yale University Law School and co­
author of Tragic Choices, examines the place of beliefs,
attitudes, and ideals in accident law.

MORE BENEFITS AT NO INCREASE IN PRICE

Each year since the founding of the Policy Studies Journal in 1972, PSJ and
its sister journal, the Policy Studies Re"iew have increased in quantity and
quality with no increase in price. The price in 1975 was $8 for one quarterly
periodical. It is now $16 for rwo quarterly periodicals, which means the price is
still $8 per quarterly subscription. During that time, there have been quality and
quantity increases on many favorable dirnenslons. For example, from the 1980­
81 volume to the 1981-82 volume, the following improvements occured:

1. An increase in total pages to a new high of 1,618 pages in the 1981~82

volume from a previous high of 1,264 pages in the 1980-81 volume.
2. An increase in the average length per quarterly issue to a high of 202 pages

in the 1981-82 volume from a previous high of 158 in the 1980-81 volume.
3. A substantial improvement in the readability and appearance in the new

also improving quality of the typesetting in the Policy Studies Review

4. An increase in the number of volumes in the PSO-Lexington Series to
which PSJ/PSR subscribers are entitled to a 35% discount, has increased
to a high of 49 volumes in mid-1982 from a high of 31 volumes at the
beginning of 1981,

5~ An increase in the average number of articles of all kinds to a high of 110
articles in 1981-82 from a high of 68 in 1980-81.

6. An increase in the number of books reviewed to a high of 74 in 1981-82
a high of 68 in 1980-81.

7. Improvement in the quality of the symposium and non-symposium articles
partly as a result of more filtering stages and more systematic peer review.

8. An increase in the pages for non-symposium articles, literature reviews,
and policy-studies news to a new high of 433 pages in the 1981-82 volume
from a high of 357 pages in the 1980-81 volume.

9. A big increase in PSO activities that are likely to benefit the policy studies
field, such as the development of the Encyclopedia of Policy Studies
(Marcel Dekker, 1983), Public Policy Studies: A Multi-Volume Treatise
(JAI Press, 1983), and The Policy Studies Field: Its Basic Literature (JAI
Press, 1983).

10. In general, there has been a substantial increase in benefits to PSJ/PSR
subscribers over the past year while the low $16 dues has held constant.
That, in effect, amounts to a dues reduction per quantity of benefits
received.

There will be further increases in PSO benefits in 1984-85 with no dues
increase planned. By joining now or extending your membership, you can
avoid any dues increases that might occur for as long as you extend your
membership. Joining or renewing only costs $16 a year, $30.40 for two years,
or $44.00 for three years. With those discounts for subsequent years, the dues
actually go down as the benefits go up.

All manuscripts should be typed double spaced on one side
only. Rejected manuscripts cannot ordinarily be returned.
While manuscripts need not conform to this style sheet at the
time of submission, all manuscripts must include footnotes and
a list of references, and all aceepted manuscripts must be
revised by the author to conform to the style of the Review.
The rules listed below supplement the manuscript information
on the inside front cover of the Review. Authors are urged to
consult recent issues of this journal for further illustrations. A
more detailed style sheet is available from the editorial office.
1. CITATIONS: All notes that consist merely of supporting
citations should be placed in parentheses in the text. They
should follow the statement they support and be in the
following style:

(last name of author, year: page number or numbers to
which you refer, if any)
EXAMPLE: ... the opposition in Paris (Rude, 1967: 167).

2. FOOTNOTES: All footnotes should be numbered
sequentially and placed immediately after the text. They
should contain only substantive comments and additional
references not immediately relevant to the text.
3. REFERENCES: References are to be placed at the end of
the manuscript. For more than one publication by the same
author, list them in chronological order beginning with the
oldest. For more than one publication in one year by the same
author, use small letters to distinguish them (e.g., 1970a; 1970b).

a. BOOKS: LAST NAME, First name (year) Title of book.
City: Publisher.

EXAMPLE: ARNOLD, Thurman W. (1935) The Symbols
of Government. New York: Harcourt, Brace
and World.

b. ARTICLES: LAST NAME~, First name (year) "Title of
article," volume number Journal initial page of
article (month and. day only if each issue is
separately paginated).

4. TABLES AND FIGURES: Tables should approximate the
appearance of printed tables. Figures should be camera ready.
Tables and/qr figures should be placed at the end of the text,
after footnotes and references. Their location within the text
should be indicated as follows:
