Wonder Woman Foundation

Political scientist Virginia Currey of
Dallas was one of 18 American women
to receive awards from the Wonder
Woman Foundation. Currey, who is asso-
ciate professor of women’'s studies at
Southern Methodist University and was
just re-elected to a second six-year term
on the Texas State Board of Education,
was cited for her work to require text-
books to be nonsexist and nonracist.

The Wonder Woman Foundation was
established by D.C. Comics, which pub-
lishes ‘“Wonder Woman'’' comics, to
honor women over 40 who exhibit the
traits of the comic book heroine: compas-
sion, honesty, courage, strength, and
wisdom.

In Memoriam

William G. Carleton

William G. Carleton, Professor Emeritus
at the University of Florida, died October

30, 1982, at Gainesville, Florida, at the
age of 81,

He was author of two major books: The
Revolution in American Foreign Policy
{Random House, 1957); and Technology
and Humanism (Vanderbilt University
Press, 1970). He also had contributed
chapters to 12 other books.

Professor Carleton held A.B. and M.A.
degrees from Indiana University, and a
J.D. degree from the University of
Florida. He was associate professor and
then professor at the University of Florida
from 1936 to 1962. He had lectured at a
number of universities in the U.S. as a Phi
Beta Kappa lecturer, and had participated
in numerous panels of the American
Political Science Association and the
Southern Political Science Association in
his fields of American politics and Ameri-
can foreign policy. From~ 1940 until
1957 he was chairman of the social sci-
ence course at the University of Florida.
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
