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“% P & 1t has become conventional wisdom within the
B movement that P.L.O. provocation was
responsible for the wars of 1967 and 1973. The
more Arafat and the radical wing of the P.L.O.
become frustrated politically after the apparent
victory at the U.N. in 1974, the more J‘angemus
will his motivation and its consequences become.
Already the P.L..O. is looking beyond the frontiers of
the Middle East.

Offering the first, and objective, biography of the man
who holds the fate of the Palestinians in his hands,
Thomas Kiernan, former lecturer at Columbia University,
