DEWEY SPEAKS-—-
China Listens, 1921

PEKING (UPH)—John Dewey,
eminent American philosopher
and educator, left China today
after twenty-six months of lec-
turing and teaching throughout
the country. Dewey has de-
livered over 100 lectures to edu-
cators and government officials.
His most recent series was pre-
sented at Peking National Uni-
versity and included 32 speeches
on the topics: “Social and Politi-
cal Philosophy,” and “Philosophy
of Education.”

Since that time, John Dewey has been hailed as the single most
influential foreigner on Chinese thought in the period between the
Manchus and the Maoists. His many speeches, delivered in English,
were translated and widely distributed in Chinese. However, they
have been lost to the Western world until now.
