Frederick Carl Walton: William A.
Steiger Congressional Fellow

Frederick Carl Walton, Assistant
Professor, Department of Political
Science, University of Georgia, is

A. Steiger Congressional Fellow-
ship, awarded annually to an out-
standing political scientist or jour-
nalist.

Walton joined the faculty of the
University of Georgia, Athens, in
September 1994.

1995 Research Support
Grants Announced

The APSA Research Support
Committee recently made awards
totaling $15,000 under APSA's pro-
gram to support research by politi-
cal scientists outside of Ph.D.-
granting research institutions.
APSA Research Support Awards
are merit based. Projects supported
this year include studies of the Chi-
nese reform movement, the elec-
toral bases of public expenditures
in Guatemala, the politics of breast
cancer, and church and state in five
democracies. The Committee
funded 12 proposals out of the 52
projects submitted this year.

APSA Research Grant awards
are supported entirely by Associa-
tion general revenues—that is by
member dues—as one of the many
facets of the Association's commit-
ment to assuring scholarly opportu-
nities for all. Applicants must be
APSA members, and either a fac-
ulty member at a college or univer-
sity that does not award a Ph.D. in
political science, or an independent
scholar not affiliated with an aca-
demic institution.

The Committee reported to the
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APSA Council in April this year
that the program has not been ex-
panded since it was created in 1984
and that maximum award amounts
now appear inadequate to research.
The Council consequently has au-
thorized increasing the grant pro-
gram budget to $18,000 and in-
creasing maximum award sizes to
$1800. The Executive Director was
given the authority to cap the com-
petition at $15,000 if mid-fiscal year
budget information indicates the
Association is facing a deficit.

The Research Support Commit-
tee is chaired by John Sprague,
Washington University, and in-
cludes Charles W. Harris, Howard
University; Margaret P. Karns,
University of Dayton; Karen
O'Connor, Emory University; Her-
bert Asher, Ohio University; and
Marion Just, Wellesley College.
