Research priorities are discussed, trends noted, and literature critically 
reviewed.

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BIBLIOGRAPHY OF AFRICAN DRESS 

African Dress: A Select and Annotated Bibliography of Sub-
saharan Countries has been prepared by Dr. Joanne B. Eicher, 
associate professor of Human Environment and Design in the 
College of Human Ecology at Michigan State University. This 
bibliography is to be of use in the sociocultural analysis 
of dress and gives information about an area of the world 
often overlooked by historians of costume as well as others 
interested in the significance of dress. 

The bibliography includes books and journal articles 
written by anthropologists, historians, explorers, mission­
aries, and journalists. A brief introduction indicates the 
many implications in the study of African dress, including 
the current interest in Afro styles in the United States 
today. Publications in foreign languages are not included. 
The 1,025 entries are classified according to region or 
country within Africa. Brief annotations are included for 
books and articles whose titles do not indicate the contents 
applicable to dress. In addition, page numbers have been 
included to facilitate use as references to dress and orna­
ment that are often neglected in indexes.

Information for contributors to the Review: Contributions are welcome 
whether or not the author is a member of the Association. Manuscripts 
should be typed on one side of sheet only, double-spaced, and with am­
ple margins for editorial marking. The original and, if possible, one 
carbon copy should be submitted. Authors are advised to include foot­
note material in the text wherever possible. Footnotes should be 
numbered consecutively throughout the article but should not include 
bibliographical references. These should be incorporated within the 
text in parentheses with the author's last name, date of publication, 
and specific pages. An end bibliography with entries arranged by au­
thors ' last names should list the complete references and inclusive 
pages for articles. Articles may be illustrated with line drawings and 
maps, classified as figures, to be submitted in final form (except for 
size). Tables should be carefully prepared and should replace text, not 
duplicate it. 

Book reviews, to be sent to the Book Review Editor, carry no footnotes 
and "References Cited" but incorporate bibliographical references and 
notes within the text. Please include complete information on the re­
viewed book (title, sub-title, author, publisher, place and date of 
publication, number of pages and plates, addenda, price). Short papers 
(up to 12 manuscript pages) may be submitted for the Brief Communica­
tions section. For details of form and style, consult a recent Review. 
Contributors of articles receive ten reprints with covers.
