Postage for return of the typescript
should be included. A bibliographical list of cited references beginning with the author’s
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citations should then be made by employing in the text, rather than by footnote,
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the typescript. Typescript should not exceed thirty-five double-spaced pages. Longer
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summary abstract of approximately 100 words should accompany each article. All
illustrations must be professionally drawn and lettered. All formulas and equations
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
