THE ASSOCIATION 

The American Association for the Ad­
vancement of Slavic Studies is an inter­
national organization of persons interested 
in the Slavic and East European field. 
Regular memberships are $12.00 per year; 
sustaining memberships are $25.00 per year. 
A shident membership (without vote) at 
$6.00 per year is available to full-time 
students with U.S. mailing addresses. Stu­
dents outside the United States, as well as 
students with teaching assistantships or 
part-time jobs, may join as regular mem­
bers. There are also nonvoting associate 
memberships at $12.00 per year. Joint mem­
berships are available for a married couple 
both of whom wish to join the Associa­
tion but who need only one copy of the 
publications; both names will be listed, 
but the fee and voting rights are those of a 
single membership. The membership dues 
for emeritus members are $6.00. 

All classes of membership receive the 
quarterly Slavic Review; the American 
Bibliography of Slavic and East European 
Studies (regular price $3.50), now pub­
lished by the Ohio State University; the 
Association's Newsletter (regular price 
$1.50 per year in the United States, $1.80 
abroad), published twice yearly at the 
Ohio State University; and the Directory 
of the Association (sold to nonmembers at 
$5.00) in the years when it is published.

The Association of Research Libraries has 
established the Slavic Bibliographic and 
Documentation Center at the headquarters 
of the ARL, 1527 New Hampshire Avenue, 
N.W., Washington, D.C. A Ford Founda­
tion grant of $350,000 will support the 
Center for a three-year period. The Center 
will undertake a variety of activities to 
aid scholars in the field of Slavic studies 
and the libraries which serve them. It will 
make available bibliographic and other 
reference tools, provide indexing and ab­
stracting services, and identify and promote 
republication of important titles.

OF THE TIME GONE BY, by Col. Oleg PantuhofF, one of the oldest living officers of the 
Russian Imperial Guard, is written in the best traditions of the classical Russian language. 

Biographical reminiscences, family letters and diaries serve as the background for the 
story of the tumultuous epoch of 1880-1920 and reveal invaluable historical material. 

The author writes of the colorful Caucasus of his childhood, of his family, of his military 
career and about his regiment at Tsarskoe Selo. The narrative does not attempt to glorify 
the deeds of the author himself, though he often stands in the shadow of historical events. 
Occasionally he saw the Tsar; he was present on the day of the treasonous artillery shot 
at the Palace and at the opening of the First Duma in 1905. He was also present at the 
declaration of war on Japan and later against Germany. He describes with great candor 
his regiment on the eastern front and the defense of the Kremlin in 1917. A recurrent 
theme is the author's first love—Scouting; in 1909 Col. Pantuhoff founded the Boy Scouts 
in Russia and in the following year had several talks with Gen. Baden-Powell during the 
latter's visit to the Tsar. 

The book creates a deep impression by its sensitive and lucid perspective—it will give the 
reader who seeks to explore the last days of old Russia a view that has seldom appeared in 
other sources.
